DEATH IN THE VALUE PALETTE OF CONTEMPORARIES:
A SOCIAL-PSYCHOLOGICAL ANALYSIS

Abstract. This article provides a theoretical analysis of the understanding of death in philosophy and
psychology, assesses the prospects for the development of the value perception of death among our
contemporaries. A socio-psychological analysis of 200 people’s attitudes toward death, among them
55 % women and 45 % men, aged 18 to 65, has been conducted using questionnaires on “attitudes to-
ward death,” “psychological well-being scales,” and “existential motivations diagnostics.” The primary
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methodological approach is humanistic and existential psychology. Three groups of death assessments
are identified: optimistic, pessimistic, and contradictory perceptions. Differences in gender and age-re-
lated understandings of death are also highlighted. The role of false information propaganda, carried out
through the media and the internet, films, and computer games, is particularly highlighted, where the
topic of death is shifting from silence and taboo to playfulization and falsification This becomes a new
meaning for the existential rethinking of death among contemporaries.
