HUMORAS A COMPONENT OF ADAPTIVE BEHAVIOR
AND A RESOURCE FOR OVERCOMING STRESSFUL SITUATIONS

Abstract. This article examines current understanding of humor as a powerful tool for psychological
adaptation to stress. Its cognitive, emotional, and behavioral components are analyzed in detail, reveal-
ing its importance in maintaining mental health and effectively adapting to adverse life circumstances.
Particular attention is paid to distinguishing adaptive and maladaptive forms of humor and the influence
of the sociocultural context on the perception and use of humor. It is demonstrated that humor should
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not be viewed as an episodic verbal behavior, but as a systemic psychological resource integrated into the
mechanisms of an individual’s adaptive response to stress. The article discusses the prospects for integ-
rating humorous interventions and learning adaptive humor styles into practices for increasing resilience
and fostering emotional well-being.
