MORAL AMBIVALENCE IN THE NARRATIVE OF SIMON CONWAY’S

Abstract. The article examines the representation of moral ambivalence in the novel “A Loyal Spy” by
the British writer Simon Conway. The object of the study is moral ambivalence as an artistic category,
while the subject is the set of narrative techniques and linguistic devices that express the internal conflict
and duality of the characters’ moral choices. Based on the analysis of the novel, the study identifies char-
acteristic features of the ambivalent perception of duty, loyalty, and betrayal that shape the ethical issues
of the novel. Particular attention is given to the interaction of narrative structure, dialogues, and lexical
and stylistic means through which the author reveals the inner split of the characters’ moral choices and
the crisis of humanist values in the context of political and military conflicts.
